25 years ago, Dr. Richard Jacoby brought wound care services to
the forefront in the Scottsdale area, when he personally assembled
a group of physicians to establish a leading-edge, tech-savvy
wound care clinic at the-then Scottsdale Memorial Hospital at the
Osborn campus. 

Dr. Jacoby trained with Lee Dellon MD Phd from Johns Hopkins
and helped establish the Dellon technique for limb salvage and the
surgical resolution of Peripheral Neuropathy. He additionally
sought out the biological basis for nerve dysfunction with the help
of John Cooke MD Phd at Stanford University .  

Among other investigators from Harvard, UCLA, University of
Missouri, Washington State University, to name a few, he authored
the international best seller Sugar Crush, which was published in
2015 by  Harper Collins and outlines Dr. Jacoby's solution to the
Diabetes epidemic.
